This morning | had the pleasure of starting the Outer Gippsland Principal’s Forum with an Acknowledgement
of Country. Our school captains, Howard Nation and Harper Wells spoke beautifully in their first public
representation of our school. They introduced themselves and read their classes acknowledgement. These
words were written by the students after an activity which explored disadvantage and misunderstanding.
Both Room 5 and 7 have written a class acknowledgement and the language in them demonstrates student’s
learning about some key historical events which have shaped the relationships between First Nations people
and the Australian population. Peyton, Riley and Zayin were introduced by Arohah who spoke in Gunaikurnai
language and they performed their Eagle Point’s Got Talent winning cultural dance routine. The room was
silent as school leaders and Department of Education staff watched this group celebrate and share their
cultural understanding and pride. | would like to thank all 6 students and their families for their support of
this.
