This year our school is coming to the end of our 4™ year of the Strategic Plan. Every 4 years, schools across Victoria go
through a review process and in 2026 our school is due. Over the next term we will be asking for your ideas and opinions on
a range of topics to gather information to provide to the review team. In early June, we will have a review team onsite,
walking through classrooms and having discussions with staff, students and parents. This process is to identify systems in our
school that are working effectively and providing us with information so we can set targets and plan for the next 4 years.

Annual privacy reminder for our school community

Our school collects and uses student and parent personal information for standard school functions or where permitted by
law, as stated in the Schools’ privacy policy and the Schools’ privacy collection notice.

Our Photographing, Filming and Recording Students policy describes how we collect and use photographs, video and
recordings of students. The policy also explains when parent consent is required and how it can be provided and withdrawn.

We ask parents to also review the guidance we provide on how we use technologies safely at the school and what parents
can do to further protect their child’s information. If after reviewing the guidance, you have any questions or concerns
regarding your child using technologies, please contact the school.

This information is also
available in eleven community languages.

Schools are active environments and students are encouraged to be active every day. Unfortunately, sometimes accidents
happen and if students are injured, we will care for them in a tiered manner. If the injury is superficial, we will manage it at
First Aid and write a note which children bring home. If a child bumps their head or if an injury is a bit more substantial, we
will contact a parent or emergency contact to inform them and ask for advice. If a child has a fall that requires further
investigation, we will call a parent to collect or call for an ambulance if required. The school strongly encourages all families
to ensure their Ambulance Victoria membership is up to date. The school does not have accident insurance to cover
students; this remains the responsibility of the family. | encourage all families to consider personal accident insurance which
is available from a number of providers. If you have any questions regarding this, please contact me at school.
